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WHAT IS THIS TOOL?
This tool is a worksheet that guides the user to plan and document a Plan, Do, Study, Act (PDSA)
Cycle from conception through results.

HOW TO USE IT

This tool can be used as a job aid or resource for LIAs. An Implementation Specialist can use it

to facilitate an activity with an LIA and work with them to answer the prompts for each section
of the PDSA or the LIA can complete the worksheet on their own and use it to document their

PDSA plan and results.

CONSIDERATIONS

For users that are not familiar with a PDSA cycle an Implementation Specialist may want to
consider supporting them through planning and conducting a PDSA cycle. Also, as a prerequisite
to conducting PDSA cycles the Implementation Specialist may want to provide some adult
learning using the National Institute for Children's Health Quality (NICHQ) Quality Improvement 101
and/or Blended Implementation Science and CQl approach slides
